Rock Tumbler Follow Up

   I �m amazed at your interest in using a rock tumbler for
clock cleaning; thanks so much for your feedback. 
This is clearly a debatable issue, as many
repair techniques are. I �m hoping this
discussion will introduce perhaps
an interesting idea some members haven �t
heard of before.  
 

Some follow up details: this is not about large magnetic
tumblers; assume one uses standard clock cleaning
solutions and rinses; and assume the movement is totally
dissembled.  The media is the trick in my brief
experience; usually stainless steel screws, nails, ball
bearings or the like.  Media is NOT walnut shells, corn
cobs or granulated abrasive particles.#�
