Clock Organ, circa 1840, formerly owned by P. T.

Barnum who purchased it in Europe in the 1850s.

Fully restored throughout, the organ has 72 pipes

and plays 10 different tunes. The Black Forest 8
day clock was probably made in the late 1790s or
early 1800s. The clock hands are 10 carat gold. The
clock organ stands 9' 2" tall.

Early skeleton table clock circa 1675, single fusee
probably made by an apprentice in England as his

"masterpiece.”

Silver paired case English pocket watch, circa
1830.

Peter Stretch long case 8 day clock, circa 1710,
made in Philadelphia.
