As we approach the end of another year and 

plan activities for next year, I'm reminded of what 
attracted me to Chapter 15 in the first place.  I had 
a very basic understanding of how to repair clocks 
from reading books, watching videos, and working 
on a few clocks belonging to family, friends, and 
myself.  But I wanted more!  I wanted face-to-face 
instruction and interaction.  I wanted to have much 
more than a "very basic" skill set.  That's when I 
stumbled upon the Chapter 15 website, set up and 
run by former Chapter 15 Vice President and 
webmaster Ted Orban.  Only chapter members 
could take Eldon Harris' upcoming clock repair 
class, so I joined NAWCC and the chapter.  Four 
of us from the Austin area carpooled more than 
100 miles each way to Boerne over the course of 
six weekends to learn everything we could about 
repairing clocks.  I was hooked! 

 

        This year, Carrie and I have taken several 
classes from Chapter 124, the Capital Area 
Watchmakers-Clockmakers Guild, and Chapter 15, 
and I've made a few observations:  "Beginner" 
classes are very popular.  Assistant instructors 
make teaching a class much easier.  People travel 
long distances to attend classes if they are 
interested.  Half of the students in several Chapter 
124 classes were Chapter 15 members who 
travelled roughly 200 miles each way.  A quarter 
of the students in a recent CAWCG class in Austin 
travelled from Houston.  It helps to have a 
regularly available facility that is free or 
inexpensive and can be used to "make chips", 
clean parts, or otherwise make a mess that prevents 
using classrooms with carpeted floors. 
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Classes and workshops can't happen if nobody speaks 
up about their interests or volunteers to teach a class.  
This coming year, I'd love to see Chapter 15 conduct at 
least 3-4 full day workshops or classes, along with 
several one hour classes at the Great Southwestern 
Regional and a few more throughout the year.  These 
are the activities that entice others to learn about 
horology and, in my view, are what we need to do to 
remain a healthy and vibrant organization.  But your 
chapter officers need input and volunteers.  Please let 
us know what activities you'd like to participate in for 
2009.
