My term as Chapter 15 President begins
with our chapter at a number of crossroads.

Soliciting feedback through the
Mainspring, email pleas, and in meeting has bee
unproductive. But in countless conversations witl
individual members, I'm sensing that chapter
members want:

1. Openness and accountability. Members want a
regular accounting of the finances of the chapter,
including the regional account. Starting next month,
each issue of the Mainspring will include a listing of the
balance in each account as a minimum. Significant
expenses, if any will, be listed as they occur. A full
accounting of regular chapter expenses will be reported
in the January issue, and the regional account will be
reported in the July issue.

2. Undivided attention. Sometimes in life, perception
is at least as important as reality. | have absolutely no
doubt that I could serve as a officer or director in more
than one organization at a time, but | will not serve in
any such capacity in another local watch or clock-
related organization while | am chapter president.
There are many activities where one or more other
NAWCC or AWCI chapters or other organizations (yes,
| am talking about the museum) can work together-and
we should work together when it benefits the members
of Chapter 15. But | don't want there to be any doubt
about who | am representing when these activities are
planned.

3. More training classes and other events. This one
is tough! Over the past two years, we've planned one-
day marts and paid for facilities where less than a
dozen people showed up. Some classes and meetings
generate a lot of interest, some generate a lot less. We
have some very skilled and enthusiastic instructors in
our group, but nothing kills enthusiasm faster than an
empty classroom. A consistently available facility is
also problematic. The museum generously has allowed
us to use their facility for free, but the location is
inconvenient for some, space is limited, and some
classes simply can't be offered there (i.e. lathe skills-
don't want metal shavings in the carpet).

Be on the lookout for a comprehensive
membership survey in the next month or two, both
online and in a mail out form. Your chapter
officers REALLY want feedback, including
guestions to put on the survey!

On another note, we have two vacant
officer positions in the chapter: Vice Presidemd a
Treasurer. We really need to have fully engaged
and competent people in these positions so that
officers and directors can cross-check each other
and more fully ensure that we are all accountable
to our membership. Since no members who were
asked would agree to serve in one of these
positions, and no nominations were made at the
general membership meeting in New Braunfels,
these positions will be filled by appointment.
Please contact me if you are interested or if you
want to recommend another member.
